VI.	Committee Selection & Reports
A. Facilities – Stephen says there are still no address signs at any of the parks.  Staci reports a swing set loose at Schneider Park.
B. Master Plan Review – No Updates
VII.	Public Comment
	Annette asked questions about the issues we are looking to change in the Lake Ordinance and Wake Regulations.  Tom answered that we are looking to restrict wake boats, because of the damaging wakes they produce.  She just doesn’t want to see us make the entire Big Lake into a no wake zone.
VIII.	Old Business
A.  Maintenance Update – Chris reports that a pine tree was cut down on the disc golf course after it fell to a 45-degree angle in one of the windstorms of late.  Public Works took down the basketball goal that fell at Muse Park.  It is reported that the goals were not installed correctly, and one of the other goals may also have to be removed.
B. Remind & Report to BOC – Joene is June, Ann Marie is July, Kathy is August.
C. FY24 Budget Planning Update – Chris says the budget is posted on the city’s website.  Some expenditures were lowered, such as the P/T staff, which says $30,000 less than the current budget. Youth programs are $27,000 in their budget, the current budget needed for existing programs is $35,000 with no expansion.  If that is passed, then programs will have to be cut.
D. Fees & Charges Status – This was moved to be a part of the budget.  If one passes the other will.
E. Summer Facility Issues – As outlined in the Director’s Report, there is no other facility for the seniors this summer, so field trips for camp will be Monday and Wednesday, to allow for senior programs.  Fridays the facility will be shared by both youth and seniors.
F. Review of Lake Ordinance and Wake Regulations- tabled until next month.

IX.	New Business
A. New & Upcoming Program Highlights- Pedal Heads is this coming Saturday from 9-11am, we have 50 helmets to give out.  Pelican Baseball ticket sales are slow, we need 15 to get the group price and that has not been achieved yet.  Wilderness First Aid has been delayed until the Fall because there is currently no staff to plan the event. Parks for Pollinators is ecological research set for September.  Camps will start soon. Winter Ball has been set for December 8th, it is for the kids, with dinner at the center and music.  The Princesses from Frozen will be there.  Murder Mystery dinner is coming soon, along with Paddle with the alligators at Greenfield Lake.  Pretty Woman in Nov. is almost sold out.  There is a trip to the Arboretum scheduled for June.
B. New Policies
1. Electronics & Youth Programs – there were no objections to Chris’ policy.
2. Field Trip Policy – will be looked at again next month after further review.
C. Playground Fundraiser – Chris contacted a playground person about getting swings, a toddler area and a shade structure for the playground at the Community Center.  It will cost approximately $72,500.  Chris proposes a fundraiser to match grants she might be able to get for this purpose. Tom says we need a 501c3 to do this, and Chris said that this would need the Friends of the Park that she asked for previously and was denied.
D. Staff Changes –
1. Vacancy Continues at CC Supervisor – Chris said that this position is still frozen by the city, and staff is stretched thin.
