V. Director’s Monthly Report 
There are currently no position vacancies as Bridget, who was working nights, has picked up more hours temporarily, and will be helping out with all programs as the help is needed, including working split shifts with before and after school programs.  Fitness room attendance was 661 for February.  Congregate meals remain strong (M, W&F) at the Community Center.  Four new people joined last month.  Senior and Adult programs continue to go well.  Amy is working on getting more people for her West Virginia trip.  She has shortened it by a day to bring the cost down.  Amy has completed her CDL training and will take her test on April 1st!  Summer concerts are all scheduled and will kick off on May 30th with the Class Act Band.  Connor will be showing movies before that time. Youth programs are going well.  There was a ‘pop up’ remote learning day on the 20th due to weather conditions, which was attended by 12 children.  There was an OSAD day on the 21st with 15 children.  May 3rd will be Junk in the Trunk at the Community Center.  Summer Camp is all planned, and registration opens on the 24th of March.  There are 50 spots.  Some exciting news is that there was a bus trip this month that was attended by a wheelchair user!!  The bus is already helping community members.  Revenue for February was $8863.00.

VI. Standing Committee Reports –

A. Review of Committee Responsibilities – Dave briefly reviewed the responsibilities for each committee, which can be found online. Communications are responsible for social media and reaching out to the public, Facilities are responsible for checking the parks and advising when repairs need to be made, as well as advising the city regarding land acquisition, Department is responsible for advising on budget, and grants. If this land could be designated for this purpose and kept in perpetuity without fear of being sold off, then the Lower cape Fear Wildlife would be willing to put in money for a boardwalk.  Lora used Stanley Rehder Park in Wilmington as an example.  After her presentation Stephen moved to make a subcommittee to explore this option, Joene seconded the motion.  Vote 6-0.
